American Petroleum 
Institute is the research and 
lobbying arm of the petroleum 
industry, that drives politicians’ thirst 
for oil and resource wars.

Blackwater 
USA, now 

known as Xe, is 
the largest private 

military contractor in 
the world. They are given 

billions of tax dollars to send 
overfunded mercenaries to Iraq 

and to train American police in 
murderous paramilitary tactics.

Project for a New 
American Century is a neo-
conservative think tank with close 
ties to the Bush administration 
that pushes for complete global 
dominance for the US military.

Lockheed Martin contributes 
heavily to the Democratic and 
Republican parties, and in return 
rakes in $65 million a day from the 
federal government to develop and 
construct war planes and bombs.
